Green Roofs

As per EPA, Green roofs are covered with
growing media and vegetation that
enable rainfall infiltration and
evapotranspiration of stored water. They
are particularly cost-effective in dense
urban areas where land values are high
and on large industrial or office buildings
where stormwater management costs
are likely to be high.

Trees reduce and slow
stormwater by intercepting
precipitation in their leaves and
branches. They can also be
integrated into green
infrastructure such as tree
trenches or bioswales.

Land Conservation

The water quality and flooding
impacts of urban stormwater also
can be addressed by protecting
open spaces and sensitive natural
areas within and adjacent to a city.
Natural areas that should be a focus
of this effort include riparian areas,
wetlands, and steep hillsides.
